Pilots must submit the Sectional Chart used during the flight with the flight track clearly shown.  The time and altitude along the track must also be shown at least every 30 minutes of the flight.  Witnesses shall sign a statement verifying recordings on the Sectional Chart.  If the original Sectional Chart was submitted to the BFA for the BFA Long Jump Challenge, a photocopy may be submitted to the GAA.

MISSOURI LONG JUMP 

COMPETITION RULES

In order to further promote hot air balloon pilot skills, the Gateway Aerostatic Association, Inc. (GAA) established the annual Missouri Long Jump Competition.  Pilots are scored on the distance traveled during one continuous flight during winter months.

RULES

1. Any BFA or GAA pilot member may enter with a FAI AX-8 or smaller hot air balloon with a standard airworthy certificate and standard manufacturer’s equipment.  Additional fuel tanks may be used but total fuel capacity may not exceed 40 gallons.  No ground contact or equipment changes or additional fuel may be taken on board during the flight.

2. The pilot who flies the longest distance in one single continuous flight starting or terminating in the State of Missouri between November 15, 2007 and April 15, 2008 will be declared the winner.

3. All competitors must use the official entry form.  A competitor may make multiple copies of the entry form and make a claim for any number of flights.

4. Each pilot shall be entirely responsible for planning and executing his or her own flight.  A joint entry is permissible.  Special care is suggested for cold weather and high altitude flights.  Each pilot and crew is cautioned to receive adequate training before attempting such a flight.

5. No intermediate landings during the flight are permitted.  Pilots must comply with all Federal Aviation Regulations and may not fly under a waiver of any FAR.

6. Pilots must prove their claim for the longest flight by submitting the claim on a copy of the official entry form by April 30, 2008 to the judge.  The launch/landing sites shall be verified on a sectional chart by the signature of a public official or other person.  All available means should be employed to verify the claim.

7. The judge may disqualify a claim if it is late or there is insufficient proof.  It is the responsibility of the pilot to prove by credible evidence the qualifying details of the flight.  The decision of the judge is final.

8. The judge for the 2007 competition shall be the GAA Board of Directors.  The GAA President will promptly acknowledge receipt of claims.  Rejection by the judge of any claim may be made at any time after it is filed.  The Champion will be announced at the June 2008 GAA Meeting.

9. The Champion will have their name engraved on the Missouri Long Jump trophy which resides at the St. Louis Aviation Museum. The Champion’s name, date and distance flown will be engraved on a plaque to keep.

10. The entry fee is $20 for each flight submitted.
